We are acutely aware of cost restraints 
and can work with the landholder to come up with affordable alternatives. All vineyard situations are different and we are 
skilled in tailoring removal systems based on client requirements. 
 
Some variations we have worked with are: 

 Cordon stripping 

 Vine removal with trellis & irrigation systems left intact 

 Trellis retention while poisoning vines and left to rot 

 Trellis & post removal 

 Complete removal of vineyard & infrastructure 

 Grafting preparation 

 Fallow management 
 
The following photos illustrate some of the options we provide: 

 

Vines are pre-
pruned before 
cordon stripping. 

  

Spinning cordon 
mulcher removes 
cordon leaving wire 
intact. 
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Cordon wire intact 
after cordon 
stripping. 

  

Cordon stripping will 
usually cost 
between 20c and 
28c per metre 
depending on wood 
and wire condition. 

    

Fast wire removal 
from trellis. 

  

Post removal – 2 
rows at once as well 
as strainer removal. 

    

Removed posts 
ready to pick up 
and store. 

  

Excavating vines 
can be done 4 rows 
at a time for total 
vineyard removal or 
2 rows at a time if 
trellis system is to 
remain. 

    

Excavated vines 
ready for collection. 

  
 

  

The option to leave 
the trellis and 
irrigation 
infrastructure intact 
and cut and swab 
the vines for 
eventual replanting 
in 3 years time.
